I. Welcome and Call to Order 

Layton welcomed the Board and reminded us for the need to encourage at least two other residents to 
consider joining.  

II. Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes from June 3, 2013

III. Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes from August 5, 2013

IV. President’s Report (Layton)

V. Marketing and Events Director’s Report (Simm) 

Construction on the tennis courts continues and is two weeks ahead of schedule. The contractor is 
expected to start the actual tennis court construction the week of Sept. 23. Public Works discovered a 
problem with the lights so they will be replaced at an additional cost of $4500. Simm is investigating key 
card access systems. Council is expected to vote on these items at its Sept. 18th meeting. USTA has 
received photographs of all the work to date in response to their funding requirements.   

A survey was created by Simm and distributed to pool attendees during the last two weekends the pool 
was open. Simm received 18 responses and will tabulate and provide a summary at the next meeting.  

Income and expenses for the pool and other recreational activities was shared with the Board. Pool 
admission prices for next year were discussed, which included a recommendation to increase the cost of 
the passes by 10% but still keep the early discount.  

The Board was asked to consider allowing Forest Hills business owners to purchase pool passes since 
they pay property taxes in the Borough. We agreed to make that recommendation to Council with the

understanding that only the owner's immediate families will be permitted passes (like our resident 
passes), and that it will not be extended to the business owner's employees. Our recommendation to 
Council is that business owners pay an additional $200 over the regular rate.  

The Board was asked to also consider revising the daily admission structure. Our recommendation to 
Council is that pool prices remain the same as 2013 from Noon-5:00 pm., but then offer half-off 
admission from 5:00-8:00 pm. 

A discussion ensued regarding the recent tennis program and concerns expressed by families regarding 
the coaching situation. In anticipation of the new courts opening next spring, the Board recommends a 
Grand Opening celebration.

X. Old Business 

At last month’s meeting Steve Karas brought forth the following items for discussion; see Board 
responses in brackets: 

• No-smoking clause in rental agreement. [Simm confirmed that no smoking clauses are already in 
all the rental agreements (parks, Westinghouse and Pool Lodges and Senior Center).] 
 

• Ask field permit folks to be mindful of cleaning up after themselves [This (and the no smoking 
reminder) was added to the letters sent to the organizations.] 

 
• Current price of field rentals…should they be raised? [Rates were just raised from $50 to $100 

last year.] 
 

• Path from Trinity Christian School down to the pool…can agreement be reached with TCS to 
allow parking in their lower lot at any time? [TCS would like to see a sidewalk put in at the 
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bottom of the steps on Braddock Rd leading to the pool street before considering such an 
agreement; further, TCS will find it difficult to maintain the path at all times during the year.] 
 

• $1,000 beautification matching funds are available from the Borough [No one knew about 
this…why is it not advertised? What are the qualifications to apply? Where can residents find 
more information?] 
 

• Clean-up/repair pathway from Fairfax down to Cascade (Scout project?) [Galloway talked to the 
Scoutmaster about this for future consideration; it is recommended that the Borough post a list 
of potential volunteer projects on its website for Scouts and other groups seeking community 
service projects.] 
 

• Use millings instead of mulch along park paths? [If Borough prefers this material, the Scouts will 
spread it but will expect additional support of some kind; remember that the Scouts who 
typically help are 12-14 year olds.]
